Out of necessity, we began working more with our long-term private vet provider,
which has resulted in improved services but at a higher cost. While we are happy to
prioritize quality care, increased vet costs strain our ability to maintain and expand
FixIt services in the future without additional funds.

We remain committed to promoting responsible pet ownership by providing free
spay neuter services; however, this requires us to always remain mindful of the
bottom line and consistently raise funds throughout the year.
